Meeting Summary, March 17, 2024

Representative Jenna Jacobson was our speaker for our March 17, 2024 meeting. Jenna represents the 43rd As-
sembly District. She was elected in November of 2022. She informed us of the LGBTQ+ Caucus and explained
that this Caucus provides space for LGBTQ+ issues in the Legislature and Senate. The Caucus helps to write
legislation that will support LGBTQ+ issues. The members of the Legislative LGBTQ+ Caucus are Senator
Mark Spreitzer (D-Beloit), Senator Tim Carpenter (D-Milwaukee), Representative Greta Neubauer (D-Racine),
Representative Lee Snodgrass (D-Appleton) and Representative Marisabel Cabrera (D-Milwaukee). She dis-
cussed the list of LGBTQ+ Caucus Bills and Resolutions. She noted we could research any bill at legis.wiscon-
sin.gov.
